First off, I am NOT all that handy with a computer and wouldn’t know how to write a program to save my life, so please, PLEASE, don’t write to me asking for help if you can’t get these things to work.  I can only guarantee that I won’t have a clue how to help you!  So, please, just to save us both time, ask someone else!

However, as a thumb-nail of how to use, just copy/move the icons into the into a folder where you can find it, right-click on a short-cut icon on your desktop (shortcuts work best for this, rather than the actual programs: it can be done, but it is a pain in the butt), select “Properties”, under the “Shortcut” tab click “Change Icon”, and find the folder you put the icons into and pick the icon you want.  It’s that easy!  

I also put a couple of Darth Maul backgrounds for your desktop in here.  Just copy/move them into your “Windows” folder, then right-click on your desktop, choose “Properties”, and under the “Background” tab pick the one you want.  It will work best with “Display: Stretch” selected.  If you don’t have the “Stretch” option, well, I can’t help you.  I here it comes with the Plus! Pack, but there may be other ways to get it.

I am always making more icons, backgrounds and whatnot, so contact me and I’ll see about sending more to you.  

To really make your desktop and icons stand out, I suggest a handy little freeware program called Invisible!  It is a small program that makes the colored blocks under the icon transparent, and can also remove those pesky little shortcut arrows.  Both the freeware version (Invisible!) and the shareware version (Invisible! Pro) are available for downloading at http://www.angelfire.com/yt/utilmind/index.html.  ​​​​​
